Rules

1. The Committee have the power to cancel or alter any event

2. The Committee reserve the right to substitute other Judges for those named or to make additional appointments. The Judges decision is always to be accepted as final

3. The Committee and Land Owners will not hold themselves responsible for any accident or injury to owners, riders, spectators, horse, pony or any other property or vehicle whatsoever or however caused

4. The Committee reserve the right to vary the order or composition of the Schedule according to circumstances and if deemed necessary Judges may request Ponies measured

5. All dogs to be kept on a lead

6. Any act of discourtesy or disobedience to any Judge or Official on the part of the Exhibitor, Groom, Rider or of an animal will at the discretion of such Official disqualify the animal from being judged in which case entry fees and charges will be forfeited

7. The Committee reserve the right to amalgamate or sub-divide any class should the number of entries justify it

8. Protests must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit of £10.00 to be forfeited if the Committee consider the dispute to be frivolous or unjustified

9. The Committee reserve their right to refuse entry

10. There will be no refund of entry money unless the class is cancelled

11. Anyone on a horse or pony must wear a hard hat carrying the current standard

12. Cups must be returned in good condition to the Secretary one month before the next Show. Failure to do so will be treated as theft

13. Any cases of dispute shall be referred to the Committee whose decision will be final without any appeal to any court of law

14. Any person handling a Stallion is totally responsible for that animals actions. Rule 82.21
